He
received education there, and when
he came back, he gave the City Hall
some of the pictures he had made in
Rome, as payment. When he settled
down in Seville, he drew pictures of
religious processions, domestic paint-

ings, conversations and portraits, mak-
ing a living as a painter until his death

in 1939.

One of the pictures that were made in
Seville is this one called “Preparing
the Rosary”. They are carrying those

big lanterns hecause they are preparing
a procession, something very usual in

the city.
